Here’s a sneak peek at some planned issues 

among definitives, our canadian flag stands proudly 
on domestic permanent™ stamps depicting unesco 
World heritage sites of old town lunenburg (n.s.), 
sGang Gwaay (B.c.), the Rideau canal (ont.), the 
landscape of Grand pré (n.s.), and head-smashed-in 
Buffalo Jump (alta.). these sites first appeared on 
our 2014 u.s. and international commemoratives. 
We also introduce a new multi-year series, provincial 
Birds.  

as for commemoratives, in January, the seventh 
issue of the lunar new year series features the  
year of the Ram. We also celebrate sir John a. 
macdonald’s 200th birthday. February ushers in 
stamps on the 50th anniversary of the canadian flag 
and later on, Responsible pet ownership. 

spring blooms in march with pansies for our 
annual flower issue. in april, you can see what’s 

developed in our third edit ion of canadian 
photography. may brings us the 100th anniversary of 
John mccrae’s In Flanders Fields, more unesco 
World heritage sites and a look (way) back at 
canadian dinosaurs and other prehistoric creatures. 
We kick off June with the FiFa Women’s World cuptm 
issue and launch a series on a subject always on our 
minds – canadian Weather extremes.  

in september, we issue a new fundraising stamp 
for the canada post community Foundation and cast 
a spooky return of haunted canada.  the year con-
cludes with a third line-up of nhl® heroes and our 
annual tribute to the holidays, when we unveil a new 
sacred stamp of the madonna and child and a series 
celebrating how we deck our halls.

on June 19, we revealed our 
ottawa RedBlacKstm stamps 
celebrating the return of the 
cFl® to the nation’s capital.  
Russ Jackson, legendary 
ottawa Rough Riders 
 quarterback who appears on 
the  commemorative stamp, 
was on hand in ottawa for  
the unveiling.

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From the twangy notes and yodels of hank snow to 
the mellow tones of tommy hunter, the Quebec folk 
influence on Renée martel, and the crossover hits of 
shania twain and k.d. lang, this issue presents a 
broad spectrum and some of the greatest canadian 
names in country music. 

each stamp has been individually designed – by 
sabrina mcallister and xerxes irani (twain, martel 
and snow) and subplot’s Roy White ( lang and 
hunter) – to capture the unique style of the artists. 
the designs are founded on photographs that epito-
mize the way these five talented singers are known 
to their fans. this issue was made possible by the 
decision to produce five separate booklets and 
official First day covers – one for each artist – plus a 
souvenir sheet that brings them together in perfect 
harmony.

shania twain was born in Windsor, ontario, on 
august 28, 1965, and rose to fame in the early 1990s 
with her debut album, Shania Twain (1993). she 
achieved worldwide success with her 1997 album, 
Come On Over, which became the best-selling album 
of all time by a female musician, and the best-selling 
country album of all time. to date, twain has released 
four studio albums as well as a greatest hits album, 
and has sold over 75 million albums worldwide, 
establishing her as an international superstar. 

twain has won numerous awards including five 
Grammy awards, 27 Bmi songwriter awards,  
26 canadian country music awards, and 12 Juno 
awards among many others. in 2011, twain was 

inducted into the hollywood Walk of Fame, the 
canadian music hall of Fame, and she also released 
her first memoir, entitled From This Moment On, 
which quickly climbed the best sellers list of The New 
York Times.  december 2012 marked the opening of 
twain’s two-year las vegas residency show shania: 
still the one at the colosseum of caesars palace, 
which has received rave reviews. twain continues to 
perform in las vegas for sold-out audiences, taking 
them on a spectacular musical journey through the 
stages of her life and career.

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Born in drummondville, Quebec, in 1947, Renée 
martel grew up in a home filled with music; both 
parents were professional musicians. in 1967, Renée 
moved to montréal, where she kicked off her career 
by being named discovery of the year and making a 
number of television appearances. in 1969, her first 
three singles – Liverpool, Je vais à Londres, and Viens 
changer ma vie were hits that made Renée martel a 
household name. 

over her career, she has recorded close to 25 
albums and more than 50 singles, some of which 

were Felix award winners. her sound incorporates 
modern and traditional styles, pop music and, of 
course, her country heritage. 

since her 2002 autobiography, Ma vie, je t’aime, 
the Quebec star has completed other albums, Un 
amour qui ne veut pas mourir (2006), L’héritage 
(2008), Une femme libre (2012), and more recently, 
La fille de son père (2014), a tribute to her father. 
Building on a long and outstanding career, Renée 
martel continues to perform for her many adoring 
fans with boundless energy and love of life.

clarence eugene “hank” snow was born on may 9, 
1914, in Brooklyn, nova scotia. he survived a difficult 
childhood and, as a young teen, went to work as a 
cabin boy on a schooner. on payday, feeling flush, 
snow spent a few dollars on his first guitar, a t.eaton 
special. this humble beginning led him to halifax’s 
chns Radio in 1933, where he began his career, 
while also performing at county fairs and on local 
radio stations in the maritimes and Western canada.

in 1936, snow recorded under Rca victor’s 
Bluebird label in montréal and signed what would 
become the longest continuous contract in the  
history of the country music recording industry – 
 lasting 47 years. 

country music legend ernest tubb invited snow 
to join the Grand Ole Opry in 1950, where he 
 continued to perform for four and a half decades.  
that same year, his landmark hit I’m Movin’ On  
topped the Billboard country chart and remained 
there for 21 consecutive weeks, a feat yet to be sur-
passed. over the years, snow  recorded more than 
100 albums, was elected to eight music and song-
writing halls of fame, and was voted canada’s top 
country performer 10 times.

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tommy hunter got his start at a young age: armed 
with a rented guitar, the legend from london, 
ontario, began performing at his local church and a 
veteran’s hospital at nine years old. inspired by 
 country legend Roy acuff, he worked to perfect the 
musicianship and on-stage persona that would  
make him so popular.

the 16-year-old hunter marked his radio debut in 
1952, and by the time he was 20, he was a featured 
s inger on cBc-t v ’s Countr y Hoedown.  this 
 experience paved the way for his own series, The 
Tommy Hunter Show, on which appeared the likes of 

shania twain, k.d. lang and hank snow. the 
 broadcast lasted for 27 years, making it the longest-
running network country music show in the world 
and making hunter’s name synonymous with 
canadian country music.  

tommy hunter was inducted into the canadian 
country music hall of Fame, appointed to the order 
of ontario and the order of canada, and recognized 
with a lifetime achievement award by the country 
music association of ontario and the Gospel music 
association of canada.

Born Kathryn dawn lang in consort, alberta, 
november 2, 1961, k.d. lang launched her career with 
the independent debut album Fr iday Dance 
Promenade in 1983. in 1986 she released Angel With  
A Lariat to worldwide critical and commercial acclaim. 

the legendary Roy orbison chose her to record a 
duet of his standard, Crying. the collaboration won 
them the Grammy award for  Bes t  countr y 
collaboration with vocals in 1989. over the past 
three decades, k.d. lang has released more than a 
dozen albums and sold millions of copies worldwide. 
she has won both Juno and Grammy awards, was 
invested into the order of canada in 1997, and 
received a Governor General’s performing arts 
award for lifetime artistic achievement in 2005. she 
has also been named Female vocalist of the year and 
entertainer of the year by the canadian country 
music association several times.

her haunting performance of leonard cohen’s 
Hallelujah was a highlight at the opening ceremony 
of the vancouver 2010 olympic Winter Games. at 
the 2013 Juno awards ceremony, k.d. lang, an 
 animal rights activist and champion of gay rights, 
praised canadians for their acceptance of difference. 
that evening she was formally inducted into the 
canadian music hall of Fame.

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the Canadian Museum for human rights will guide 
visitors through the worst – and brightest – of stories 
about human rights. While that journey is likely to be 
powerful, difficult and haunting, the Museum aims 
to encourage reflection, dialogue and hope for a 
changed world. that goal is reflected in the architec-
ture of the Winnipeg-based institution, where an 
innovative design literally leads visitors from dark-
ness to light.

“it was important to use an image that featured 
the four main elements of the building,” says stamp 

designer adrian shum. “the dark roots through 
which visitors enter, the mountain which houses the 
galleries, the glass-canopy cloud, and the brilliant 
tower of hope guide visitors through their journey.”

“Creating a human rights museum is one of the 
boldest statements that a country – a people – can 
make about who they are and who they want to be,” 
says stuart Murray, the Museum’s president and 
Chief executive officer. “this beautiful new stamp 
will tell Canadians that they are part of something 
bigger – something they can be proud of.”

Founded in 1914 as a response to the outbreak of the 
First World War, the régiment de hull – known then 
as the 230e Bataillon des Voltigeurs canadiens- 
français – served as part of the Forestry Corps. 
Volunteers also fought at the front alongside other 
 regiments. this commemorative envelope recog-
nizes the régiment de hull and its 100 years of 
 service that began in the trenches of europe. 

Based on archival photographs from the 
regiment, the envelope recalls those early days and 
later service in Germany, Korea, Cyprus, israel, haiti, 
the former yugoslavia and afghanistan. 

the salaberry armoury, home to the regiment 
and the site of local recruitment during the second 
World War, appears on the envelope’s postage, 
 cancelled in Gatineau, Quebec.

Fondé en 1914, le Régiment de Hull est mobilisé durant la 
Première Guerre mondiale sous le nom de 230e Bataillon des 
Voltigeurs canadiens-français. À son arrivée en Europe, l’unité 
est toutefois mutée au Corps forestier. Malgré tout, plusieurs 
volontaires vont servir au front, au sein d’une multitude de 
bataillons, dont le Royal 22e Régiment.

Durant la Seconde Guerre mondiale, des détachements du Régiment 
sont chargés de monter la garde au pays. En août 1943, le Régiment 
de Hull prend part à l’invasion de l’île Kiska, dans les Aléoutiennes. 
Pendant cette période, les soldats affrontent les pires conditions 
météorologiques qu’endurera l’Armée canadienne. 

Après la fin de la Seconde Guerre, le Régiment connaît de 
nombreuses transformations, allant de régiment blindé à unité de 
reconnaissance blindée, en passant par la formation blindée légère. 
Au cours de cette période, de nombreux volontaires du Régiment 
servent en Allemagne, en Corée, à Chypre, en Israël, en Haïti,  
en Ex-Yougoslavie et en Afghanistan. 

Founded in 1914, the Régiment de Hull was mobilised 
during the First World War as the 230th Battalion French-
Canadian Voltigeurs. In Europe, the regiment was part of the 
Forestry Corps but volunteers served at the front with the 
Royal 22e Régiment, among others.

During the Second World War, the regiment guarded Canada  
at home and, in August 1943, took part in the invasion of  
Kiska Island in the Aleutians. During this period, the soldiers 
faced the worst weather endured by the Canadian Army.

After the war, the regiment went through numerous changes, 
becoming an armoured regiment, a light armoured regiment, 
and then finally an armoured reconnaissance unit. In that  
time, volunteers from the regiment served in Germany,  
Korea, Cyprus, Israel, Haiti, the former  
Yugoslavia and Afghanistan.
